Maker Space Boot Camp: Registration, travel on a case-by-case basis. 

YEC: Prize money, marketing and advertising, hospitality, travel, educational or curriculum fees.

D. Timeframe

Grant are issued on a first come, first serve basis. Talk to your field manager or Amara Kniep about how to apply for a grant. Request for funds may be submitted up to 90 days following the event date or class end date. (In the case of deposits, requests may be submitted up to 90 days in advance). All requests must be submitted by the end of June, exact deadline TBD but typically 5-10 business days before June 30, in order to fall under the current fiscal year.
